Geneva, located in the French-speaking part of Switzerland, had its
own great art dealers. In particular, it was home to the man who
became known as the dean of all the antiquities dealers active in the
Arab world and beyond: Nicolas Koutoulakis. His dealings brought
many of the world’s great treasures either 1o or through Switzerland
on their way to museums and private clients in North America and
Europe.

Burly and balding, Koutoulakis was born in Crete and often
referred to that island of Minoan heroes as his homeland. He reminded
some of his colleagues of Zorba the Greek. He somehow had an eye
severely injured as a child; the story other dealers believed was that
his brother had shot an arrow and hit little Nicolas in the eye, but his
son Manolis related that it was actually a stone from a slingshot that
caused the injury. Yet the remaining good eye was keen enough to
make disceming purchases that netted Koutoulakis millions of dollars,
He was known for carrying large amounts of cash at all times, and
when he bought an item, he paid promptly. That was one reason for
his enormous popularity among local dealers throughout the lands of
antiquity in the Near East.

Frieda had met Koutoulakis when she was newly armived in Paris,
beginning her studies in Egvptology at the Ecole du Louvre. Her
father had asked Koutoulakis to bring some gifts from the Middle East
to Frieda, Koutoulakis delivered the gifts and invited Frieda out to one
of the trendiest bistros in Paris, Restaurant Ruc, where he feted her
with champagne and oysters. He then invited her to a cabaret. The
evening made an indelible impression on Frieda. “He wanted to excite

“That was the way he worked. | was only nineteen
years old at the time."”

Frieda later a gallery in Paris and became a successful
dealer, Koutoulakis, more than thirty yvears her senior, soon saw her as
a rival and could not understand how a young and highly attractive
Greek woman could be a serious competitor, The differences between

them were plain: She had a command of six languages, while
Koutoulakis got by on his village-accented Greek, poor French, and
mostly rudimentary English. He never invited her to his comfortable
villa in Geneva.

Koutoulakis had entered the antiquities trade like many uneducated
Greek youngsters. He was a relative of a dealer, Manolis Segredakis,
who had an eponymous shop in one of Paris’s best areas. The shop
featured various antiquities and knickknacks. Nicolas apprenticed with

__his uncle and. when the older man died without an heic theshop




passed (o the young Koutoulakis,

Koutoulakis was a clever rader, and he swiftly became successful,
not only taking the shop over but even managing to y off its debts.
Segredakis was a shop with a large, dusty ass wi . Inside, it was
dark. Stairs led 1o a mezzanine, and sec antiques and
unpacked crates usually crowded the hallway Aﬁer he achieved a
measure of success, Koutoulakis moved o Geneva with his wife,
Mireille, and their three children, There, he worked from his home.,
His daughter Daphne later opened the Galerie Khnoum in Geneva's
old city; the gallery was named after the ancient Egy 'puan god
Khnoum, who had the body of a man and the head of a ram. Khnoum
was a guardian of the sources of the Nile and controlled the river’s
annual floods.

Nicolas Koutoulakis was shrewd, a h-hewn Greek who was
both intuitive and smart, with a charm that led 10 successful deal
making. Every vear he would take off on an annual hunt for treasure.
His first stop was often [taly, still a Tertile source of antiquities, He
would then pass through Greece and Cyprus, and after that, fly to
Syria, eventually making a stop in Tehran and Istanbul, and finally
landing in Cairo. Operating with a flair and cunning necessitated by
his dealings with the clever brokers of Egypt, Turkey, and
Mesopotamia, he developed the disceming eye of a professor and the
negotiating skills of a Greek sheep monger.

Centain Cairo dealers called Koutoulakis louchi, or cross-eved—
though not to his face. “You had to be careful when dealing wnh
him,” one dealer recalled. “We never knew where he was looking.”
Even so, Koutoulakis developed dozens of contacts among smalltime
dealers—people like Hanna Asabll in Calro—fournisseurs, runners,




all eager to do business with him, feeding him as many artifacts as
they could find.

Koutoulakis was unparalleled in his ability 1o wrade
advanmageously. His competitors marveled at his ability o buy cheap
and sell dear, He could purchase an object in Cairo (or Syria or
Turkey or Iran) for 200 E%Otun pounds—less than $50 at the time—
and scll it for $3,000, a 6,000 percent markup. Today some of those

objects can fetch $500,000 at auction.

Nicolas Koutoulakis was part of a small coterie that shaped much
of the Middle East antiquities trade in the post-World War 11 era,
enabling local dealers in a number of countries to sell to the West. He
had good contacts in the capitals of Europe and the United States,
where substantial value was attached 10 the goods he sold, and in the
Middle East as well, In some cases, he was the inheritor of contacts
with natives of the Levant and Egy gt that went back centuries,
Koutoulakis was valued by the Arab sellers for the good prices he paid
them and the fact that hc paid in cash with no questions asked. He
neither liked to give nor take receipts. Some colleagues applied a
French phrase to the way he did business: “Ni vu, ni connu.” Neither
seen, nor known.

Postwar dealers like Koutoulakis were united by common factors.
They were largely without formal education. They had sensitive noses

They had sensitive noses
that could detect an artifact and a great bargain. They were tough
fighters. As one observer put it, “Everybody in business in those years
didn’t have the most delicate stance toward competitors.”

An example of the blurred lines within which antiquities dealers
operated in those days is demonstrated by the discovery of an 18th-
dynasty roval coffin in the Valley of the Kings in 1907, Archaeology
magazine reported that it was sent to the Egyptian Museum in Cairo,
but sometime between a restoration of the objects in 1914 and a
museum inventory in 1931, the main part of the sarcophagus,
including slivers of gold from its bottom half, was stolen, with only
the lid remaining in Cairo. The plece was reportedly acquired around
1950 by Koutoulakis. Efforts to sell it during the 1970s proved
unsuccessful, and it was sent to the Egyptian Museum of Art in
Munich for restoration around 1980. According 1o an article in
Egvpt's Al Ahram Weekly, the chief curator at the museum, Dietrich
Wildung, told Egyptian authorities about it and offered to return it,
suggesting “as recompensation a loan of objects from the Cairo
Museum."” In 1994, Koutoulakis's daughter officially donated it to the
State Museum of Egyptian Art in Munich. Negotiations about the
object continued, and it eventually found its way back 1o the Egyptian
Museum in Cairo with the cooperation of the Kouwtoulakis family.

Later in his career, in order to enhance his dealing in Cairo,
Koutoulakis hired a bright youngster, someone much like himself, a
kid with street smarts. Tariq al Suwaysi had grown up in Cairo and
knew his way around. He was already emploved at one of the
principal shops in Cairo, but he was looking to make tips and money

Son of the Bolivian ambassador to France, George Ortiz grew up in Paris, was schooled in the UK and US, then briefly read
philosophy at Harvard before embarking on a journey to Greece that changed his life. He started collecting in 1944 and over
many years of dedicated collecting created one of the most important collections of ancient art still in private hands.

How and when did you start collecting?

It all goes back to my adolescence. | lost my religious faith, studied philosophy and became a Marxist. | was looking for God,
for the truth and for the absolute.

In 1949 | went to Greece and | found my answer.

The light was the light of truth and the scale of everything was on the scale of man. And Greek art exuded a spirit which |
was much later to perceive as what | believe to be the spiritual birth of man in the same fashion that this physical birth took
place in East Africa some two million years ago

What is that spiritual birth?

It is the awareness that man is the centre of things and that the elements or the gods must be placed in their right
contexts. A new anthropocentric but not ethnocentric approach that achieved fulfilment in Athens, in the 5th-4th century
B.C.

It is @ humanism wherein the rational mind helped by observation, pragmatism and logic has the potential to seek
everything there is to learn about man and the cosmos.

It is a search after the truth and the universal principles in each man, leading to universal concepts, guided throughout by a

moral approach. It is the need perpetually to call into question oneself, one’s beliefs, one’s attitudes, one’s stance, one’s
image of oneself and others.

Already in Greece, in late Summer 1949, | realized that the answer to all my problems and anguish was to be found
within myself. It was no fault of others, of systems or circumstances. It was within myself that lay all the answers.

| soon gave up my Marxism, realizing that its implementation, the putting into practice a theory in contradiction with
human nature, could only become a depraved deformation of an utopia

Back in Paris in the Autumn of 1949, | went to see a dealer who had a « Cycladic » forehead and whom | had met in the
Herakleion Museum and said : « | want to collect Greek art, will you help me? »

And that is how | started. Possibly | instinctively hoped that by acquiring ancient Greek objects | would acquire the spirit
behind them, that | would be imbued with their essence.

| had no knowledge; | had never studied archaeology; and | did not go to museums.

My approach was purely intuitive, instinctive. The vision of certain objects struck me viscerally, then they came to
fascinate and move me, | let them speak to me, | let their content and spirit nourish me. | began to go to museums and
looked with intensity. | learnt by looking, by feeling, and then reading the labels and comparing. Why, what, when?

The collection has become almost as though a living entity which | have to go on looking after. Today its main body is
Greek art from the Neolithic to the Byzantine with many of the peripheral cultures, preceded however by a few
examples from the greatest civilizations that came before the Greeks, and born on great rivers: Sumer in the fertile
crescent between the Tigris and the Euphrates, Egypt with its main artery the Nile, and China with the Yangtze and Yellow
River, represented here by one example only.

As an early Greek philosopher observed, everything is in flux and man is perpetually in evolution. Thus it is important to
realize that, whatever the miracle of this spiritual birth, Greek civilization was enormously indebted to the Near East and

Egypt.



Today, our populations have little real concern, no time although our material progress results in more free time. In the
measure that they are informed it is by the media that forget their sacred responsibility to relate information as objectively as
possible. They should express all opinions truthfully, with equanimity, regardless of their personal leanings and, honestly
stating their stance, comment freely.

Most of the politicians in the West have forgotten their mission and consider politics a career; their ego projections, self-
interest and power more important than their call to serve humanity. They are responsible for not giving the right example
and for our failing ethical and educational standards. Materialism has impaired our courage, but it is not materialism that is
at fault. It is the escape into materialism, it is a refusal of most men to develop their potential and assume their
responsibility.

It is, | am convinced, the spiritual birth of all humanity, and it is only because it took place geographically where it did, that
the West has been lucky enough to benefit from it.

Humanity will not survive unless all men can relate to each other, unless all men can develop a humanistic and ethical
approach to life and to each other. The difficulty for all is the balance between elites and the masses, the masses’
understanding and elites’ giving of themselves, in the hope that each man will assume his dignity in a responsible way.

The collection you will see is a message of hope, a proof that the past is in all of us and we will be in all that comes after us.
Let these works of art speak to you, hopefully some of them will move you by their beauty and reconcile you to your fellow
men however different their religions, customs, races or colour.

For these works of art are the product of humanity.
