6. A thin glass tube used for taking and measuring samples of liquid
7. [bookmark: bookmark6]A device used to constrict an artery and reduce the flow of blood
8. [bookmark: bookmark7]An instrument with a bent end, used for holding structures apart in operations

9. [bookmark: bookmark8]A tube used to remove liquid from the body or the site of an operation
10. [bookmark: bookmark9]An instrument which is placed between a patient's teeth to stop him from closing his mouth
