The place of iambos in a hierarchy of genres. From the point of view of
plot and size, Aristotle considers iambos inferior to the ideal type
of comedy. Iamboi are not only seen as a conceptual predecessor of
comedy, but as a genre passé and superseded by comedy. Although the
notion of poets devoting themselves to comedy instead of to iamboiis
historically unsound, it reveals a view of the genre’s peak in the period
before the development of drama, that is to say, a period probably
conceived as coinciding with Archilochus. This perception of the
heyday of iambic poetry had an impact on the importance that later
scholars assigned to iamboi and consequently on their transmission.

Function. Criticism of individuals is dominant, probably as a means
of arousing laughter (hence the allocation of iamboi to the branch of
the comic). The fact that Aristotle allows male adults to attend
iambic performances may imply that he acknowledges their positive
role in relaxation. Obscenity, which can feature in performances of
iamboi according to the Politics, is comic, although it is not Aristotle’s
favourite means of achieving humour.

The theory of early poetic style here discussed had its beginnings in a
characteristically perceptive article by Hermann Frinkel in 1924.7 Frinkel
noticed a lot of relevant facts, but he got the explanation wrong. For example,
it is true that lyric poets frequently make abrupt transitions. The reason is
not that they are suddenly seized by a new, unanticipated thought; it is
because such a method is appropriate to the genre. In telling you a story, the
lyric poet does not proceed step by logical step, but selects highlights, and
employs a highly allusive narrative technique to make the poetry evocative
and forceful. Connections are not ignored; they may be unexplained, but
they are often suggested, even if only in very few words. Again, it is true that
lists of objects are common in lyric poetry; but this is not the result of a
psychological inability to notice more than one thing at a time. The sensual

naturally predominates in the lyric genre.
Two objections can therefore be made against Frinkel and his followers:

they fail to make sufficient allowance for the demands of the genre; and they
fail to appreciate the full extent to which organizational devices are
employed. These devices argue for a certain degree of logical ability in early
poets, and show that, rather than having mental operations which are of a
fundamentally different order from those of later Greeks, they have
fundamentally the same ways of thinking, only in a simpler and less
developed form.
